The tape begins with signals on the right channel. About 15 seconds later the f'trst 
toccata is heard on the left channel. Play the first tone-cluster immediately when the 
f'trst toccata begins and sustain it until the entrance of the next toccata. Move to the next 
tone-cluster with the f'trst sound of each succeeding toccata. After the ninth, gradually 
close the swell box while the sounds on the right channel are fading. Hold the last tone­
cluster a long time after the tape has run out.
